Flu Symptoms

• Fever (usually high)
• Headache
• Tiredness (can be extreme)
• Cough
• Sore throat
• Runny or stuffy nose
• Body aches
• Diarrhea and vomiting (more common among

children than adults)





Influenza

• Influenza is leading infectious disease killer in
the US with 35-40,000 deaths per year

• Even when individuals are asymptomatic,
they can transmit the virus

• Vaccination reduces their risk of disease but
also reduces the risk of serious complications
of influenza (pneumonia)

   Influenza vaccination of healthy
working adults saved an average
of $47 per person annually due to
the reduction in doctor visits and

sick days.
